1. Learn     Experiment:  “Peace and Carrots”

2. Pray       “Who Did Jesus Go To When He Needed Help?”

3. Give        “Was Jesus Rich?”   This needs a few added statements about what we can give at this age, i.e., What can children do ?  What does He expect us to do?

4. Tell         Experiment:   “Hope Soars”   Need to emphasize that we may have good times and we may have bad times.  Can we tell others about what we learn in our lives through these times?   How do we act as a Christian when trouble comes?  Lots of food for thought!!  Are non-Christians watching us?  Are you being watched by others?  Then What do we tell???   Jesus and His Love!!!

5. Send       “ Pentecost”    Have a broom ready—This can really make the story of Pentecost come alive!!  The Holy Spirit helps us when we are sent to tell others the Good News.  The Holy Spirit makes us aware of how we are to tell as He sends us, sometimes to invite, sometimes to console, sometimes to encourage others.
