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A Mission/Outreach Journey
Missions Fair Team Guidelines
The Mission Fair can be a great time for FELLOWSHIP, FOOD, and FUN!  At the same time, it gives your members an opportunity to learn about various mission opportunities locally, in the surrounding community, cross-culturally, and in the world (Jerusalem, Judea, Samaria, and the ends of the earth, Acts 1:8).
Select a date for your Mission Fair.  You may want to have it in the middle of the 50 Days Ablaze, or combine it with the Celebration Event at the end.  
Select a location for your Mission Fair.  Assess your facility for a spot that will offer plenty of room for setting up tables and allow easy flow of “traffic.”  St. Luke used the hallways of the school plus the library and a couple of classrooms.  The Fair was open from 8:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. 

Early in your planning, identify mission opportunities both locally and worldwide.  Contact these groups and ask them for information about their missions, materials they can supply you with, and invite the local ones to come to your fair and set up a table.  Many are anxious to do this because it gives them an opportunity to recruit volunteers.

The Fair is a time for people to gather information and also to sign up for volunteer opportunities.  It is also a time for them to have FUN!  Plan for your Mission Fair to have a fair-like atmosphere.  Rent a popcorn machine, a lemonade stand, a hot dog stand.  Maybe someone in your congregation has access to equipment of this type.  Put up lots of helium balloons and give them to the children.  You can order Ablaze! balloons from the LCMS World Mission Website.
