the son of Alphaeus and Simon the Zealot and Judas the son of James. 14All these with one 

accord were devoting themselves to prayer, together with the women and Mary the mother of 

Jesus, and his brothers. 
15In those days Peter stood up among the brothers (the company of persons was in all about 

120) and said, 16“Brothers, the Scripture had to be fulfilled, which the Holy Spirit spoke 

beforehand by the mouth of David concerning Judas, who became a guide to those who 

arrested Jesus. 17For he was numbered among us and was allotted his share in this ministry.” 
18(Now this man bought a field with the reward of his wickedness, and falling headlong he 

burst open in the middle and all his bowels gushed out. 19And it became known to all the 

inhabitants of Jerusalem, so that the field was called in their own language Akeldama, that is, 

Field of Blood.) 20“For it is written in the Book of Psalms, 
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“‘May his camp become desolate, and let there be no one to dwell in it’; 

and 

“‘Let another take his office.’ 
21So one of the men who have accompanied us during all the time that the Lord Jesus went in 

and out among us, 22beginning from the baptism of John until the day when he was taken up 

from us—one of these men must become with us a witness to his resurrection.” 23And they put 

forward two, Joseph called Barsabbas, who was also called Justus, and Matthias. 24And they 

prayed and said, “You, Lord, who know the hearts of all, show which one of these two you have 

chosen 25to take the place in this ministry and apostleship from which Judas turned aside to go 

to his own place.” 26And they cast lots for them, and the lot fell on Matthias, and he was 

numbered with the eleven apostles. 
 

1st Reading Discipleship Notes:   The concern for appropriate spiritual leadership in the Church 

has always been an important matter and that certainly was the case for the apostles following 

the death of Judas and the ascension of Jesus.  The people desired and prayed for appropriate 

spiritual leadership.  This remains a most important aspect of the Church today and the text can 

become a proper encouragement for modern disciples.  By the grace of God, we can pray 

regularly for those who serve as ministers of Christ and for those whom God will choose to send 

to us to be ministers of Christ in the Church.

They will need no light of lamp or sun, for the Lord God will be their light, and they will 

reign forever and ever.

Epistle Discipleship Notes:   John’s revelation tells something about the work of the Church.  It 

is invitational!  The Spirit and the bride say “come.”  How are we doing at that?  As the bride of 

Christ, we have it all and ought to be desirous of sharing what we have.  By the grace of God we 

can become much more invitational to those around us who are in need of God’s mercy as are 

we.

25O righteous Father, even though the world does not 

know you, I know you, and these know that you have sent me. 26I made known to them your 

name, and I will continue to make it known, that the love with which you have loved me may 

be in them, and I in them.” 
 

 

Gospel Discipleship Notes:    Our Savior’s High Priestly Prayer is perhaps the most profound 

prayer in all of Scripture.  What a joy and blessing it is to know that Jesus prayer for His 

immediate followers and for those of us who would come to know Him.  In this prayer the 

Savior sought a unity with Him among those who believe and the ability to see and perceive His 

glory.  As modern disciples today we can see the two primary applications of the previous 

readings fulfilled in this reading.  The matters of prayer (1st reading) and outreach or invitation 

(2nd reading) exist in this prayer of our Lord.  With His grace at work in us, we can find 

ourselves engaged in both.

1. From what had the apostles returned to Jerusalem? 
 

They had just returned from the ascension of Christ into heaven. 
 

2. What is meant by “one accord” and how does that associate with the fact that they 

devoted themselves to prayer together? 
 

This “one accord” meant a unity of faith and Christian fellowship.  It is only in such unity of 

faith and fellowship that common prayer can take place and avail much (James 5:16).  This is 

one aspect of Church fellowship and why denominations separate themselves from one another.  
 

3. Why was it significant that there be a replacement for Judas among the apostles? 
 

It was significant because it was prophesied by David in the Psalms. 
 

4. Is there any significance to the fact that a male was to be chosen even though there 

were women who had followed the Lord? 



 

Yes.  The replacement was to be a male not only to fulfill prophesy but also to be a full 

representative of Christ and a steward of the mysteries of Christ who was also a male.

6. What do the first 5 verses of this reading tell you that make you happily anticipate 

heaven? 
  

Answers will vary. 
 

7. In this reading the Jesus says he is coming “soon” two different times.  What is 

significant about the repetition of these words? 
 

This is repeated to confirm the truth of Christ's second coming, and the speediness of it. 



8.  What is meant by the “Spirit and the Bride” who say “come”? 

 

The Spirit is the third person of the Holy Trinity and the Bride is the Church here on earth (See 

Ephesians 5:21-31). 
 

9. How is the going for the Bride in this day and age?   
 

Answers will vary but a great time for discussion about the Church’s desire to invite others into 

a relationship to Christ through the Gospel. 

 

10. How might this reading encourage us to live more serious lives of discipleship with 

regard to our faith?

Chapter 17 of John’s Gospel is often referred to as the “High Priestly Prayer” of Jesus. 
 

12. What are the three primary things that Jesus prays for His followers to experience in 

this reading? 
 

1. A unity or fellowship with God and with one another in Jesus’ name 

2. The blessing of being with Christ in heaven and experiencing His glory 

3. To experience the love of God in their lives 
 

13. In what ways have we experienced them? 
 

Answers will vary. 
 

14. How do you see this reading associated with the two previous ones for today? 
 

The first reading dealt with the matter of prayer in the lives of the apostles and in the Church, 

the second reading dealt with the matter of invitation to be a part of Christ’s kingdom.  This 

reading contains both concerns. 
 

15. What application of this Gospel reading will you apply to your life as a result of 

hearing it today?
